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BIKE ROUTE NUMBERING SYSTEM FOR OHIO’S BIKE PATHS


Bike paths have become very popular in the state of Ohio.  Today, Ohio is in the top five leading states of constructing bike paths.  Many of them have been converted from former railroads and canal towpaths.  Ohio has so many bike paths that certain areas in the state have started numbering their trails (such as the highways are) for identification purposes and to avoid any confusion.  As this process continues to grow with the cross-state trails being built, now is the time to start a statewide system of numbering the bike paths so there will be no conflicts.


Similar to the four levels of USA’s automobile highways (Interstate Route, US Route, State Route & County Route), there are 

three levels of USA’s Bike Routes (National Bike Route, State Bike Route and Local Bike Route).  The National Bike Route Number shield is shaped like a “teardrop.” The State Bike Route Number shield is shaped like a vertical ellipse or diamond.  The local bike route sign is typically a green rectangle with or without a number for a community or region.  Although several cities such as Columbus or Upper Arlington have a local bike route numbering system, this report is about the existing and proposed state bike routes for Ohio.

OHIO’S BIKE ROUTE NUMBERING SYSTEM HISTORY


In the 1970s, the Columbus Council of American Youth Hostels used letters for numbering their cross-state bike routes along the scenic back roads of Ohio.  Today, these same cross-state bike routes are maintained by the Columbus Outdoor Pursuits (Bike Route numbers 2,5,7 & 9 were also used in addition to the letter bike route across Ohio; however, Bike Routes 5,7 & 9 were abolished in the late 1990s and a section of Bike Route-5 & Bike Route-2 became known as Upper Arlington’s local bike routes (Upper Arlington-OH Bike Route-2 & Upper Arlington-OH Bike Route-5).


In 1991, Greene County came up with a bike route numbering system since a strong network of rail-trails were growing in Southwestern Ohio.  Five different rail-trails come together at the Xenia Hub Station in the center of Xenia.  For Trail identification and to avoid any confusion, a specific bike route number for each trail would clearly identify a trail corridor.  By 2000, the bike trail numbering system expanded into both Clark and Montgomery Counties.  By 2005, Champaign, Madison and Miami Counties joined Ohio’s Bike Route Numbering System. By 2009, Butler and Warren joined Ohio’s Bike Route numbering system.  Today, eight of Ohio’s 88 counties are following Ohio’s Bike Route numbering system.

This Report suggests before other areas start choosing their  numbers for their bike paths, a statewide bike route numbering system should be established for all bike routes across Ohio, so there will not be any conflicts or any confusion to the cross-state trail users in the future with the bike route numbers.  I have a proposal for the state of Ohio which would incorporate these eight counties’ bike trail numbering system with the rest of Ohio’s Bike Route numbering system.


This is how it would work.  The cross-state bike routes established along the back roads of Ohio already use letters for their bike route identifications; this would remain the same.

To extend the existing and future bike trails with the bike route numbering system across Ohio, an organized system should be established.  This criteria is based upon a similar one created for state routes across a given state, or U.S. routes and Interstate routes across the United States.  Here is the set up.

1.
Cross-state bike route numbers consist of a 1 or 2 digit number plus Bike Route-100 (Bike Routes 1-100).

2.
Odd route numbers should run north-south.

3.
Even route numbers should run east-west.

4.
Bike Routes-1 through 10 should be reserved for Southwestern Ohio since it was started there in 1991.

5.
Bike Route-11 is on the extreme west end of Ohio (Ohio-Indiana State Line).

6.
Bike Route-99 is on the extreme east end of Ohio (Ohio-Pennsylvania State Line).

7.
Bike Route-10 is on the extreme south end of Ohio (Ohio River).

8.
Bike Route-100 is on the extreme north end of Ohio (Lake Erie and Ohio-Michigan State Line).
9.
Only the Bike trails with plans for a future connection may use the same Bike Route Number (Eg. Sections of the Ohio to Erie Trail yet to be connected as “Bike Route-1").

10.
A 3 digit bike route number can be used for bike paths paralleling or closely following a 3 digit highway which has no plans for any extensions (Eg.  Bike Route-568 could closely follow state Route-568 in Findlay along the Blachard River Bike Path).

11.
In cases of two bike paths paralleling each other (eg. two bike paths following opposite banks of the same river such as the Great Miami River Recreation Trail in Dayton or loop bike path from a major bike path such as Englewood Metropark in Englewood) an “A” can be used with the route number on an alternate bike route to read as “Bike Route-25-A” in addition to “Bike Route-25."

12.
In cases of an additional bike path spur (such as the Lewis Trail in Wilberforce near the Prairie Path), a “Spur” can be used on a spur bike route to read as “Bike Route-1-Spur” in addition to “Bike Route-1.”

13.  In certain cases, should a north-south trail have a split in it which loops back to itself, an “E” for east and a “W” for west can be used to distinguish the two separate routes (eg. Bike Route-25 would read as “Bike Route-25-E” and “Bike Route-25-W.”) 

14.  In certain cases, should an east-west trail have a split in it which loops back to itself, a “N” for north and a “S” for south can be used to distinguish the two separate routes (eg. Bike Route-2 would read as “Bike Route-2-N” and “Bike Route-2-S.”) 

When the routes are laid out on the Ohio state map, the route numbering system matches other “significant numbers.”

BIKE ROUTE-25
This route follows the Miami & Erie Canal from Cincinnati to Toledo.  In the early 20th century, the canal was replaced by US Route-25.  In the 1960s, US Route-25 was replaced by Interstate Route-75.  This historical number 25 could be brought back for the cross-state trail users following either the historical alignment of US Route-25, The Great Miami River and the Maumee River.

BIKE ROUTE-40
This route follows the historical National Route which later became known as US Route-40.  Recently, a historical society has been established to help preserve the highway and the historical features along this highway.  Improvements of bike lanes, bike paths, or preserving various sections of the historical alignments of Old Route-40 could all be part of Bike Route-40.  Currently, Springfield’s Buck Creek Bike Path will become part of Bike Route-40.

BIKE ROUTE-47
This state bike route number happens to be the same bike route number that the City of Columbus assigned for the Olentangy & Lower Scioto Bikeways on their local bike route numbering system.  Although Columbus has their own local bike route numbering system which includes streets, roads and bike lanes, the city has considered letting Bike Route-47 become a state bike route. 

BIKE ROUTE-77
This route follows Interstate Route-77 between Marietta and Cleveland.  An abandoned railroad also closely parallels I-77 from Marietta to New Philadelphia.  The historical Ohio & Erie Canal (Towpath Trail) closely parallels I-77 from New Philadelphia to Cleveland.  The completed sections of the Towpath Trail south of Clinton could become part of Bike Route-77.

BIKE ROUTE-80/90

This route falls into the same vicinity as the historical Ohio Turnpike (Interstates-80/90).  Although no bicycle trail exactly parallels this highway, one could be built along part or all of the highway as it was for the Interstate-480 Bikeway in North Olmstead and the Interstate-670 Bikeway in Columbus.  However, Bike Route-80 can be used for both the Wabash Cannonball Trail (North Fork) and the North Coast Inland Bike Path.  As for Bike Route-90,this number  should not be chosen for any bike paths in Ohio during this time.

This route currently connects Xenia to Jamestown.  Bike Route-4 could be extended southeast to Washington C.H. to connect with the Tri-County Triangle Trail.  Should this happen, The Tri-County Triangle Trail and the Adena Recreational Trail between Washington Courthouse and Chillicothe could also be numbered as Bike Route-4, making Bike Route-4 an ultimate corridor from Xenia to Chillicothe.

BIKE ROUTE-5
Wright Brothers Huffman Prairie Bikeway (formerly Kauffman Avenue Bike Path in Fairborn)


This route connects the Wright Brothers Monument National Park with the city of Fairborn.  Ultimately, this route can be extended northeast to Springfield.

Two bicycle trails following the Ohio River are already in place.  The Cincinnati Riverfront Bike Path west of the Little to Cincinnati will be numbered as “Bike Route-1".  The Cincinnati Riverfront Bike Path East of the Little Miami Scenic Trail to New Richmond will be numbered as Bike Route-10.  The River Trail in Marietta follows both the Ohio River and the Muskingum River.  The  section along the Ohio River will be numbered “Bike Route-10" and the section along the Muskingum River will be numbered “Bike Route-69.”

Available; this route number must directly follows the Ohio-Indiana State Line.

This route goes across the Ohio River from Constance, KY to Cincinnati (Anderson Ferry Rd.) right next to the future Cincinnati Riverfront Bike Path (Bike Route-1). Trail from Cleves which also includes the proposed Ohio-to-Erie Trail (Bike Route-1)  to the city of Harrison next to the Ohio-Indiana State Line.

Another section of the Miami & Eric Towpath Trail has been preserved for bicycle trail users between Grand Rapids and Waterville just southwest of Toledo.  Bike Route-25 has a unique number since there used to be a US Route-25 between Cincinnati and Toledo during the 20th century.

Bike Route-40 is US Route-40.  This historical highway traverses Ohio in an east-west direction.  A National Route Historical Society has been established.  Sections of this highway have been preserved across Ohio such as the older highway loops with concrete or brick surface, the unique S-bridges in eastern Ohio, and the famous Y-Bridge in Zanesville.  One section of US-Route-40 has bike lanes in Licking and Muskingum Counties.  Improvements for the bikeway could be to construct bike paths, bike lanes, or establish bike route signs along the lighter traveled sectional alignments and historical loops of the highway.  Another project could be to construct a trail for bikers and hikers through Guernsey and Belmont Counties where the original US Route-40 was completely destroyed and replaced by Interstate-70.
